Restoration work continues on both Carriage 2 (A driving carriage) and Tractor number 2. Brundles
have delivered the metal channels and angle sections for Keith to cut to size and assemble chassis 
frame.  The wheel sets need to be taken from underneath the old chassis frame and this will be star-
ted week commencing 18 or 25th July.  
 
The volunteers at The Shed (at The Pier) are eager to assemble Carriage 2 after completing the side 
panels, roof, seats etc and see their hard work take form.  
 
Being a driving carriage, there are other elements to the train carriage, apart from new cabling for 
electrics, there is confidence among the engineers that the breaking system and gearing is in good 
order which is fantastic to hear.
